in Los Angeles
The Consulate General of Romania in Los Angeles is one of the four Romanian diplomatic missions in the United States. It covers in its consular jurisdiction 11 states in the western U.S.

Aside from the strictly consular activity for Romanian citizens and visas (we are estimated that over 250,000 Americans of Romanian origins live in the Western states with the large majority located in California), it has other tasks as well. 

Among them is the promotion of bilateral economic and trade relations between Romania and the US.  Last year, for example, the volume of bilateral trade will reach almost $ 2 billion, as it was the couple of years before. The same trend will definitely continue in the years to come. “The Romanian economy is expected to grow at a wealthy rate of 5.5-6% in the next 5 years (following a similar growing rate since 1999), will become part of the Schengen Agreement in 2011 and will adopt Euro around 2013. California is the largest exporter to Romania among the US states and is providing the largest US investments to Romania so far (Solectron-Flextronics, Hewlett-Packard, Oracle, Cisco Systems, Merchants Bank of California). 

Furthermore the Consulate General disseminates Romanian cultural values to the American and international public and supports the implementation of cultural projects in this field. Moreover, it is aiming to strengthen academic links and propose a new image of Romania and its present cultural dynamics.

Romanian Trade Figures in 2007
FOB-CIF trade deficit advanced last year, in euros, by 44.35 percent, amounting to 21.502 billion euros compared to the level of 14.895 billion euros recorded in 2006, according to centralized data of the National Institute of Statistics.


In lei (Romanian currency), the deficit stood at 71.802 billion lei, up 36.46 percent from the level of 52.615 billion lei, in 2006.


In the reference period, FOB exports amounted at 98.009 billion lei (29.380 billion euros), up 7.1 percent in values expressed in lei (13.7 percent in euro expressed values)/


In the same period, CIF imports were in the value of 169.812 billion lei (50.882 billion euros), a hike of 17.9 percent in lei expressed values (24.9 percent in euro expressed values) (source: ROMPRES).

Automobile Industry in Romania
Dacia-Renault carmaker based in Mioveni (south-west of Bucharest) has come to make a car every minute.

'Starting with the second half of January, 2008, the plant in Mioveni came to reach a production rate of 61.3 cars per hour, which is a record in the history of the unit. Practically, a car is completed on the assembling lines every 52 seconds,' reads a release on Tuesday of the Press Office of the Dacia-Renault carmaker.

The current increase in the production rhythm is to allow the company reach a total production standing at 310,000 units in 2008, according to estimates by the car producer, as against 222,914 units last year.

Out of the 1,300 cars made on a daily basis, 690 are sedan Logans, 560 are MCV Logans and 50 are VAN Logans.

The current series of cars is to improve this year by two new models. It is about, according to the representatives of the company, the Logan Pick-Up, presented for the first time at the Car Show in Bucharest this year and by a two-body model, derived from the Renault Sandero model (source: ROMPRES).

Nokia to Start its Production in Romania
Finnish mobile phone maker Nokia has started its mobile handheld production business in Romania at its factory at Jucu, Cluj County, and the moment was marked by a call using a Nokia 1200, the first Nokia handheld manufactured in Romania, Nokia reports.

Making the call was the company's Senior Vice President Juha Putkiranta and the receiver was Finnish ambassador in Bucharest Tapio Saarela.


The decision to locate a Nokia factory in Romania was made in spring 2007 and it was the result of rising demand for mobile phones in Eastern Europe and Asia. The Cluj area was selected because of the skilled local labour pool, efficient internal and external logistics, industrial traditions, as well as because of the possibility to build an industrial park there that will house Nokia's suppliers and business partners.

Construction works at Jucu started in July 2007 and the first stage of the project ended in a record seven months. The official inauguration of the factory is expected to occur in the third quarter of 2008. For a start, Nokia will employ some 500 staff, and by the end of 2009 the factory is expected to have 3,500 employees.

The inauguration of the mobile handheld assembly line at Jucu is said to be a first step in the official opening of an investment worth in excess of 60 million euros. Nokia's total investment at Jucu, including by suppliers of parts and sub-parts, should be at least 120 million euros. The facility should cover 150 hectares (source: ROMPRES).
